INTRODUCTION TO THE SUBJECT:

Demonstrate the four (4) basic language skills by participating in listening, speaking, reading,
and writing activities:

Listening — Listening to a series of statements/questions spoken at normal classroom speed, he
will demonstrate comprehension by giving the appropriate answer/response.

Speaking — Responding to a given cue, he will speak with correct pronunciation, intonation, and
rhythm as he forms and answers questions, participates in dialogues and gives oral descriptions
of pictures.

Reading — Given a reading passage and a series of questions based upon the passage, the student
will demonstrate comprehension by giving the appropriate response to the questions.

Writing — Responding to a given cur, he will write with accuracy as he writes dictated materials,
forms and answers questions, and writes descriptions of pictures, and completes controlled
sentence patterns.

Demonstrate control of the vocabulary by using the necessary vocabulary to complete the
language skills activities.

Demonstrate knowledge of cultural items, within the limits of materials studied, by participating
in teacher-directed activities. He will perform according to the criteria by the individual teacher.
