Title | is a federal program that provides financial assistance to schools with a large
population of students living at or below the poverty line, as authorized by the
Elementary and Secondary Education Act. The purpose of Title | funding is to help

ensure that all children meet challenging state academic standards.

To qualify for the Title I Academic Achievement Award, schools must show that all
students are making significant progress toward proficiency on California’'s academic
content standards, and the school's socioeconomically disadvantaged students must

have doubled the achievement targets set for them for two consecutive years.

The Orange Unified School District educates approximately 30,000 students in the Cities of Orange, Villa Park,
Anaheim, Garden Grove, Santa Ana and county areas. The school district, founded in 1953, encompasses 108
square miles. The District office is located at 1401 N. Handy Street, Orange, California.
